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From the Assistant to the Rector 

BEAUTIFUL MESSES! 

For the past five months, we have been in a transitional building phase with our old physical church plant.  A 
constant state of flux with workmen coming in and out; changes just about every week; sometimes no access 
to water or bathrooms in the old building, and sudden loss of internet and phone service for a time.  Today, 
workmen are pouring concrete for the new entrance; the old entrance the staff once used will be blocked with 
bricks; painters are refreshing the paint in the corridors and bathrooms. Everywhere there is banging as the 
old is torn up and the new is put in.  Remembering that we are a pilgrim people, I have coped pretty well with 
all the chaos.  That is until this week!  This week, I had just about had enough!  As I walked over the muddy 
front around to the back entrance, muttering darkly, I met a close neighbor walking her dog.  This gracious 
lady commented about the new beautiful building going up.  In response, I complained about all the noise and 
mess!  She then summed up the state of things more positively than I felt, saying: “We are blessed.”  God gave 
me new patience through that lady who helped me see the beautiful end result over and above the current tur-
moil.   

In our Monday Moms Group, we are studying Laurie Brock and Mary Koppel’s book Where God Finds Holiness.  
Mary describes her six miscarriages, getting fired from her job as a priest, a failed attempt at adoption, her di-
vorce, and struggles with depression and her faith.  The opening page begins: “We are beautiful messes, we 
two women.  On a good day.  On other days, we are just messes.  Are you a mess too?”  Many of us certainly 
resonated with that thought.  At times we struggle with the chaos and changes going on around us and in us.  
We lose sight of the final beauty that God is creating in our hearts, minds and lives as He uses all things, both 
painful and joyful, to make us more like Jesus Christ: more compassionate, honest, humble, open and whole.  

Friends, we are all beautiful messes.  Each and every one of us.  When we feel discouraged and want to just 
run away and hide from all the mess, we can remind one another that this is just a temporary situation.  Ulti-
mately, our final home is in heaven where we will see God face to face and be made like Him.  Soon enough the 
new Christian Formation building will be complete.  Soon enough, our beautiful messes will be transformed 
also.  So, as our new Presiding Bishop has frequently reminded us in the Diocese of North Carolina: keep the 
faith!

IIn the First Person 
In 1992 and 1993 the Worship Committee put together a booklet of Lenten meditations contributed by parishioners.  Some were 
anonymous as was the following. 

While attending college I worked summers in manufacturing plants to earn money for tuition and books.  My 
family wasn’t poor, but neither were they wealthy, so extra income was welcome. 

Some of the employees viewed college students with disdain: “They’re only here for the summer - they really 
don’t have to work,” or “They think they’re so smart and act better than us.”  The experience of working with 
people from different economic, ethnic, and social backgrounds was an eye-opener for me. 

One summer I was assigned to work with two women who, at first, disliked me and plainly told me so.  I was 
one of “them” - a college kid who, they thought, really didn't need to work.  Birdie and Ruth were from poor 
families.  Ruth’s husband worked at a minimum-wage job and preached Sundays at a small Pentecostal 
church.  Birdie’s husband was also a laborer, earning minimum wage.  Between them they had six children, so 
every penny counted.  We were, economically and socially, from different worlds.  In time, however, we be-
came close friends. Almost every day we took our rest breaks together and many times shared lunches.  We 
had fun.  They weren't so different after all.  Both had good minds and keen senses of humor.  I learned a lot 
from each about life, economic hardships, and even religion.  Ruth was very religious and shared her faith and 
beliefs with us. 

At summer’s end it was time to say goodbye.  I knew I would miss them and knew that our friendship was 
special.  We had overcome our initial dislike for each other and had listened, laughed, and shared our similar 
concerns.  On the last day of my employment, Birdie and Ruth left the building at lunch.  This was unusual 
because neither had extra money to buy lunch.  They always brought their meals from home. 

At afternoon break both approached me and quietly told me how much they cared for me and that they had 
small gifts.  They gave me two boxes nicely wrapped.  In one box was a key holder from Ruth.  The other box 
contained initialed handkerchiefs from Birdie.  They told me that these gifts weren't much, but it was all they 
could afford.  They asked me never to forget them. 

It has been many years since my gifts from Birdie and Ruth.  I’ve since received expensive and elaborate pre-
sents, but none will ever match the sacrifice which I knew was involved in the gifts from the heart - my gifts of 
love from Birdie and Ruth.  I have never forgotten them and, as long as I live, I never shall.
